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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) studied academic administration guidelines
for teacher development in enhancing discipline for high school students Mahachai
Pittayakan School Secondary Education Service Area Office District 26, 2) to study the
results of teacher development in enhancing discipline for high school students
Mahachai Phitthayakan School according to the academic administration guidelines for
developing teachers to strengthen discipline for secondary school students Mahachai
Phitthayakan School and 3) to study the satisfaction toward academic administration for
teacher development in enhancing discipline for Secondary School Students Mahachai
Phitthayakan School Secondary Educational Service Area Office Area 26. The sample
group divided 3 groups as: 1) teacher group, student group, and 3)parents groups
from simple sampling and purposive sampling. The research instruments were:
documentation, teacher knowledge scale, behavioral observation form, item survey,
desirable characteristics assessment form, questionnaire, and interview form.
The data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, content analysis, and t-test.

The research results were as follows:

1. Academic administration guidelines for teacher development in enhancing
discipline for high school students Mahachai Pittayakan School Secondary Education
Service Area Office District 26 had 5 components as: 1) organizing clarification meetings,
2) organization of activities to strengthen discipline, 3) supervision, 4) follow-up,
measurement and evaluation and 5) integration into teaching and learning by 5 teacher

development activities as: 1) Symposium 2) Study visit 3) Self-study 4) Training and



5) Teaching so that teachers can organize activities to promote discipline as well by
6 activities including 1) home visit activity, 2) homeroom activities, 3) model student
activities, 4) moral training activities, 5) Standing to pick up and drop off students, and
6) training activities in front of the flag pole. The results of teacher development in
enhancing discipline for secondary school students Mahachai Phitthayakan School
according to the academic administration guidelines for developing teachers to
strengthen discipline for secondary school students Mahachai Phitthayakan School found
that, After the development, teachers had higher knowledge than before the
development at the statistically significant level of 05. And Discipline for Secondary
School Students Mahachai Phitthayakan School Office of the Secondary Education
Service Area 26 before and after organizing activities to strengthen discipline found that
the value was 1.96/4.04 show that after organizing activities to strengthen discipline had
increased discipline (80.80%).

3. Related parties are satisfied with academic administration guidelines for
teacher development in enhancing discipline for high school students Mahachai
Pittayakan School Secondary Education Service Area Office District 26 at a high level and
Students are satisfied with discipline building activities for secondary school students
found that students want teachers to organize more discipline-building activities like this.
